In addition, a rich programme of public talks, screenings, performances
and family days aimed at visitors of all ages, interests and backgrounds
take place throughout the year.

Open Tuesday - Sunday 10am - 6pm, entrance to the Galleries is free.

Wade Guyton
29 September 2017 - 4 February 2018

American artist Wade Guyton (born 1972) was born in Hammond, Indiana
and grew up in Lake City Tennessee.

Guyton uses common digital technologies, specifically consumer-grade
Epson printers, as tools to create both large-scale abstract paintings on
linen and smaller compositions on paper. His paintings are printed onto
sheets of linen that are folded in half and run, sometimes repeatedly,
through large inkjet printers. Inconsistencies on the canvas surface,
caused by diminishing levels of ink toner or technical glitches, distort
and disrupt the image while intentional errors such as streaks, creases
and misalignments occur as the fabric feeds - or is pulled - through the
apparatus. Guyton's works on paper are printed over pages excised from
art catalogues, with the artist's additions obscuring and revealing the
original images in turn.

The exhibition at the Serpentine Gallery presents a new body of work, all
of which has been completed in the past two years. It focuses on three
different kinds of image production: photographs taken on the artist's
camera phone of his studio; screenshots of web pages on the artist's
phone; and details of bitmap files. Together these images track Guyton’s
environment, not so much as a revelation as a deadpan affirmation of
the ‘potential to use anything as subject matter. (Wade Guyton, in
conversation with Achim Hochdoerfer and Johanna Burton).

This autumn, the Serpentine Galleries will present an exhibition of
Norwegian LA-based artist and photographer Torbjgrn Rgdland. The
exhibition at the Serpentine will mark his debut in an institutional
Gallery space in England.

Redland's solo exhibition at the Serpentine Sackler Gallery will highlight
his celebrated use of sensuality and lyricism appearing across his
portraiture, landscapes and still lives as well as a selection of film. By
making work that is both jarring and banal the artist has developed a
personal visual language and feel at the edge of the uncanny and
familiar.

This winter, the Serpentine Galleries is delighted to present the work by
British artist Rose Wylie. Her large scale paintings are generous and
free-spirited, and while they do share connections with work by other
artists, they have a distinct tone and attitude.

Wylie's exhibition at the Serpentine Sackler Gallery will bring together a
diverse range of paintings and drawings that will give a comprehensive
overview of the various themes and sources of inspirations in her work,
including film notes, (female) celebrities, art history, painters and
everyday observations.
